<+ Specific Behavioral Guidelines

1) It is impermissible to let the students
enter the classroom without uniform.

20) Students are not allowed to throw objects
around the school.

21) Students should respect other's feelings
- no teasing, name calling, swearing,
etc.

22) Students should use polite words and a
respectful tone of voice.

23)Gum chewing is not allowed inside
school at any time.

24)Keep your school clean just as you would
keep your house clean.

« Parent/ Teacher Meetings

There are three scheduled parent/ teacher
meetings during the academic year. These are
scheduled before each term ends. This
enables parents and teachers to discuss
student's performance academically and
personally.

All parents are expected to attend.
Additional meetings may be scheduled at
any time deemed necessary. In addition,
parents can visit the school at pre-
scheduled time and ask for a student's
progress academic report. These meetings
can be scheduled through the normal
channels as per Al-Alson School policy.
